1.0   Title of Programme: Higher National Diploma in Crime Management. 

2.0 Goal of the Programme: 

The goal of the Higher National Diploma in Crime Management is to produce knowledgeable and skilled technical personnel capable of 

providing support in crime and security management at all levels. 

  

3.0 Objectives of the Programme: 

 

  At the end of the programme, the Diplomat (s) should be able to: 

 

a. Use knowledge of the dynamics of collective behaviour in crime management;  

b. Utilize management knowledge in crime prevention & control; 

c. Provide technical support for community policing; 

d. Apply technical knowledge in conflict resolution; 

e. Apply knowledge of Management in the administration of Social Welfare services; 

f. Use criminal and forensic psychology knowledge in the management of crime;  

g. Use knowledge of criminal law and criminology in crime operations; 

h. Use the knowledge of GIS and Crime in solving national security problems; 

i. Apply knowledge of Victim ology in Crime investigation. 

 

4.0 Minimum Entry Requirements: 

The academic requirements for admission into the HND Crime Management are:      

i. ND Crime Management  

ii. NID Paralegal Studies/Law 

iii. Social and Community Development  

iv. ND Social Welfare and Administration 
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Such candidate must have obtained a Cumulative Grade Point Average (CGPA) of not less than 2.5 on a Four-point scale. In addition, the 

candidate must have completed at least one year of post- ND cognate work experience.  

3.0 Curriculum  

3.1      The curriculum of the HND programme consists of four main components. These are: 

I. General studies/education  

II. Foundation courses  

III. Professional courses  

IV. Supervised Industrial work experience scheme (SIWES).  

 

3.2 The General Education component shall include course in  

English Language  

Communication  

Mathematics   

Citizenship (the Nigerian Constitution),  

Entrepreneurship  

 

3.3 The General Education component shall account for not more than 15% of total contact hours for the programme.  

3.4 Foundation Courses include courses in Mathematics, and Statistics etc. The number of hours will vary with the programmes and 

may account for about 10 –15% of the total contact hours.  

3.5 Professional Courses are courses, which give the student the theory and practical skills he needs to practice his field of calling at 

the technical/technologists level.  

3.6 Student Industrial Work Experience Scheme (SIWES) shall be taken during the long vacation following the end of the 

second semester of the first year. See details of SIWES at paragraph 8.0.  

 

4.0                Curriculum structure  

 

4.1  HND programme  

The structure of the programme is similar to that of the ND save that the SIWES at the end of the first year is not compulsory.  
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5.0  Accreditation  

Programme offered either at HND level shall be accredited by the NBTE before the graduates can be awarded the Higher 

National Diploma certificates. Details about the process of accrediting a programme for the award of the HND is available from 

the Executive Secretary, National Board for Technical Education, P. M. B. 2239, Kaduna, Nigeria.  

 

6.0                   Conditions for the Award of the Higher National Diploma   

Institution offering accredited programme will award the Higher National Diploma to candidates who successfully completed the 

programme after passing the prescribed course work, examinations, diploma project and the supervised industrial work 

experience. Such candidates should have completed a minimum of between 72 and 80 semester credit units depending on the 

programme.

7.0  Guidance notes for Teachers teaching the programme  

7.1  The new curriculum is drawn in unit courses. This is in keeping with the provisions of the National Policy on Education which 

stress the need to introduce the semester credit units which will enable a student who so wish to transfer the units already 

completed in an institution of similar standard from which he is transferring.  

 

7.2  In designing the units, the principle of the modular system by product has been adopted; thus making each of the professional 

modules, when completed provides the student with knowledge and skills, which can be used for recognition of self employed or 

employment purposes.  

 7.3  As the success of the credit unit system depends on the articulation of programmes between the institutions and  

industry, the curriculum content has been written in behavioural objectives, so that it is clear to all the expected performance of 

the student who successfully completed some of the courses or the diplomats of the programme. There is a slight departure in the 

presentation of the performance based curriculum which requires the conditions under which the performance are expected to be 

carried out and the criteria for the acceptable levels of performance. It is a deliberate attempt to further involve the staff of the 

department teaching the programme to write their own curriculum stating the conditions existing in their institution under which 

the performance can take place and to follow that with the criteria for determining an acceptable level of performance. The 

Academic Board of the institution may vet departmental submission on the final curriculum. Our aim is to continue to see to it 

that a solid internal evaluation system exists in each institution for ensuring minimum standard and quality of education in the 

programmes offered throughout the polytechnic system.  

7.4  The teaching of the theory and practical work should, as much as possible, be integrated. Practical exercises, especially those in 

professional courses and laboratory work should not be taught in isolation from the theory. For each course, there should be a 

balance of theory to practice in the ratio of about 40:60.  
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8.0  SIWES programme  

  For additional practical experience due to the dynamic nature of the programme students are encouraged to continue with self 

development and/or seek for IT placement. This is not mandatory.
